Traffic within, and on the main roads leading into,
the neighborhood is high on the list of concerns for
many of us in Delaney Park. Some of the recent
changes to the Boone/Blankner campus have affected
the traffic patterns for the neighborhood and the de-
velopment of the SoDo complex, as well as, other
projects currently under construction or planned for
Orange Avenue and the Orlando Regional Medical
Center Campus area will further increase the traffic
in the surrounding areas. This increase in traffic will
most likely lead to an increase in “cut-through” traf-
fic on some of the streets within Delaney Park and
other neighborhoods in the area south of downtown.

The city has been working with the developers of the
SoDo project to address traffic issues around the
western edge of the Wadeview Park neighborhood.
Now the city is looking at how these changes and
additions will affect traffic in all of the neighborhood
areas and they are deciding what measures can be
taken to control any potential increase in traffic.

Because of these concerns, our District 1 Commis-
sioner, Phil Diamond, along with the City of Orlando
Transportation Engineering Division Staff, will pre-
sent a proposed traffic-calming plan for the area
neighborhoods. This will be of direct interest to those
in the Delaney Park and Wadeview Park neighbor-
hoods (these neighborhoods are generally located
between Michigan Street, Briercliff Drive, Orange
Avenue, and Summerlin Avenue.
