Although we are techni-
cally in our winter quar-
ter of the year our re-
cent warm temperatures 
show us once again the 
unpredictability of 

Mother Nature in Central Florida. Spring has sprung a little 
early and if you haven’t seen the Pink flowering tree at 1845 
Delaney you need to rush out now and catch its beauty be-
fore it fades until next year. Botanically identified as Tabe-
buia impetiginosa and is commonly called pink trumpet tree. 
This variety is native to areas from New Mexico to Argen-
tina and in those areas grows broadly upright to 70 feet. In 
Central Florida you would expect it to grow 35 to 50 ft. This 
particular tree is one of the most beautiful flukes of nature I 
have ever seen. It’s low broad spreading Japanese style habit 
was never intended and has never been seen before. The tree 
was planted when it was about three years old and had not 
shown signs of these beautiful characteristics. It was planted

specifically for its pink flowers since the residents favor-
ite color is pink. But it was intended to be a shade tree of 
35 - 50 feet providing protection from afternoon sun. It 
has become quite a spectacle, drawing curiosity from the 
County Extension Service and neighborhoods reaching 
into Belle Isle and beyond. Seeds collected from this tree 
do not guarantee this unusual growth habit nor the spe-
cific pink color range. They can be seen around Orlando 
displaying shades of blush pink to almost purple . 
The cousins to the pink trumpet, Tabebuia umbellata and 
Tabebuia chrysotrycha will soon follow with a display of 
blazing yellow trumpets scattered through out our 
neighborhoods. Hence the names - yellow trumpet tree. 
Regular feeding up to three times per year with a bal-
anced fertilizer will produce vigorous trees that will 
thrive for years to come .
