
Roundabout Etiquette 
Not the old 1960’s song by Yes, but the traffic calming intersections. Love them or hate them, the traffic round-
abouts are in our area and won’t be going away any time soon. Even though these traffic devices have been in 
place for some time now, we get requests to publish the exact rules of navigating these intersections.  
These intersections, unless otherwise marked, should be treated as a four-way yield (or four-way stop with 
heavy traffic). Officer John Keefe (our district Police Liaison Officer) points out the most important rule to re-
member: “vehicles entering the intersection should yield the right of way”. State Statute 316.123 (3) states that 
the driver of a vehicle approaching a yield shall, slow down to a speed reasonable for the existing conditions 
and, if required for safety to stop, shall stop before entering the intersection. After slowing or stopping, the 
driver shall yield to the right-of-way to any vehicle in the intersection until that vehicle has exited the intersec-
tion. Violation of this statute is an infraction with 3-points against ones license and $118.50 fine. 
The same rules apply as at a standard cross intersection; i.e., which vehicle arrives first, which vehicle is turn-
ing, etc. Unless marked otherwise, both streets are considered equals; not a “main” street and a “cross” street. 

• Slow down upon approach to the roundabout 
• Watch for traffic signs (one way and yield signs) 
• Yield to pedestrians and bicyclists as you enter and exit the roundabout 
• Check to the left, then right for traffic 
• Enter when it is safe 
• Keep your speed low within the roundabout  
• Exit carefully to your destination  
Roundabouts are becoming more popular, because studies show roundabouts 
move traffic more safely and efficiently through an intersection. These studies 
show that potential conflicts are reduced, since there are fewer conflict points in 
comparison to conventional intersections. Additionally, the potential for hazard-
ous conflict (like a head-on crash) is eliminated. Speeds are reduced and are 

more consistent in roundabout configuration, The design tends to force a driver to reduce speed, as opposed to 
an intersection with traffic lights, where drivers seem to accelerate at a green or yellow to "beat the red light". 
Please take the extra few seconds to yield/stop for the vehicles at the roundabouts. They are in place for every-
one’s safety. Set an example for others unfamiliar with the rules and help make our streets safer.

Fountain Upkeep 
Please Help Keep Our Fountain Clean and Free from Debris! We recently had to shut down the pump be-
cause so much mulch had been sucked into the pump that it was clogging the filter. We are looking into chang-
ing the mulch to rocks (or something else that will sink) and add a better debris trap.  

So we are asking all neighbors to please do their part to help maintain the fountain. Don’t allow children to 
throw mulch, sticks, dirt, or trash into the fountain, this can cause much damage to the fountain pump and filter.
