DPNA Receives Mayor’s Grant 
The Delaney Park Neighborhood Association received word that it was 
awarded a Mayor’s Neighborhood Matching Grant. The Mayor's 
Neighborhood Matching Grants program was established in 1994 to provide 
funding for neighborhood improvements to address needs and improve the 
quality of life in our neighborhoods. Grants ranging from $1,000 to $5,000 
are awarded annually. 

DPNA received a grant of $5,000 to help fund the cost of the fountain in the 
park. The money will help pay the increased costs of running electrical 
service to fountain and (hopefully) help with some additional  landscaping. 
We plan on applying for future grants to enhance the area around the fountain 
with benches or other types of sitting and conversation areas

Keller Williams at the Parks 

The Garden Corner - by W. Gerry Braun  
Our unique Central Florida climate and the wisdom of horticulturists has given us the opportunity to enjoy one 
of the holiday seasons most spectacular flowers now and every spring here after. The unmistakable flowers of 
the amaryllis (hippeastrum) will brighten up any garden with very little effort. Since it is a tropical bulb native 
to the coastal hills and stream banks in S. Western Cape, South Africa it requires no chilling period to set 
flower. In fact temperatures below 35 degrees may actually damage the bulb. 
To “program” bulbs to bloom during the holidays growers dig up the bulbs that have produced 3-4 leaves or 
more in early October and put them in a dry area out of direct sunlight. They let the leaves die back and then 
trim the withered foliage. The bulbs can be kept dormant for 3-4 months at room temperature or up to a year if 
kept between 35 and 40 degrees. It typically takes 18 months in advance of this process for flower buds to 
start forming inside the bulbs. Once the resting bulb receives moisture and light it will once again begin to 
grow and thus flower in a very short period of time. Flowers usually emerge before the leaves.  
After enjoying your amaryllis during the holidays, plant your bulbs outdoors in the garden. Enriched loamy soil is ideal. There they 
will return to their “nonprogramed” cycle and flower in spring for years to come. Be sure to plant them in full sun or a very bright 
location for best results and fertilize 3-4 times per year with a bloom special or azalea/camellia fertilizer. Most critical is to plant the 
bulbs at least half exposed out of the ground. If you bury bulbs too deep, it will prevent flowering. Allow the flower stalk to die 
down naturally, to let the bulb absorb the nutrients within the stem. Readily available and least expensive are the large flowered red, 
white, pink, and striped varieties. But many other varieties including double flowers, delicate spider flowers, and lime colored flow-
ers are available. Search the web at royalcolors.com for these unique amaryllis and enjoy the new variety they bring to your garden.
