Election Day is January 29 
Don’t forget to vote on January 29 -- it is both a national election for the Presidential primary (if you have a 
party preference) and a municipal election for the Mayor of Orlando. In addition to the national and municipal 
elections, all ballots will give you the opportunity to vote for a proposed constitutional amendment.  

The revision to State Constitution proposes changes relating to property taxation. For Homestead property, this 
revision would increase the homestead exemption (except for school district taxes) and allow homestead prop-
erty owners to transfer their Save-Our-Homes benefits to their next homestead. For non-Homestead property, 

this revision would provide a $25,000 exemption for tangible personal property and limit as-
sessment increases for specified non-Homestead real property (except for school district taxes). 

The passage or non-passage of this amendment will have long term effects on you and your 
property; we urge everyone to look carefully at the pro and cons of this issue, analyze how it 
will influence your taxes and government services, and make an informed decision.

Next, here is some public safety news and information.  

The City of Orlando fire department recently received a Class 1 rating from The Insurance Services Office 
(ISO). This rating places Orlando in the top 1% nationally. ISO uses this public protection classification to 
gauge the ability of a local fire department to respond to fires. This rating is used by the insurance industry in 
determining insurance premiums for properties with the community. Just as importantly, it also helps to 
measure how well city residents are protected by the city's fire department. This is great news! 

The City is also devoting more resources to the police department to attack crime. You can help. Make this 
year the year you get a home security survey from the Orlando Police Department. This is a free service of-
fered by OPD to help you protect yourself and your home. Officer Keefe will come to your house (or your 
business if it is in District 1), at your convenience. Call Officer Keefe or me to set this up.  

Here are some other steps you can take: 

• Secure all doors and windows 

• Utilize a residential alarm system 

• Keep valuables in a secure location within your home 

• Get to know your neighbors  

• Utilize exterior lighting 

• Call 911 if you see suspicious activity or people in your neighborhood.
