Safer and Better Neighborhoods

There has been an upswing in burglary and petty crime in the some of the downtown neighborhoods recently.
Our community Liaison Officer John A. Keefe recently sent out a notice that Since March 4th there have been
five residential breaking-and-entering crimes in the Wadeview Park neighborhood (just to our south). One of
these included the arrest of a transient on March 14th. Three of the burglaries occurred last Monday (March
17th). Stolen property includes checks, bikes, beer, power tools and a DVD player. All of the burglaries oc-
curred on weekdays from 12 noon - 7 p.m.

Unfortunately, like many of the domestic burglaries in our neighborhood, these were all crimes of opportunity -
sometimes a garage or car is unlocked, a window is left open, or a bicycle is left in the driveway. These burglars
know their targets, sometimes they may know more about residents than the neighbors know. They wander
through areas, noticing which houses have no cars or activity all day or may have a door/window hidden from
view. Because of the nature of these crimes, it may seem like there is nothing to be done to stop them, short of
staying home all day. However, there are some things we can do to reduce these crimes:

Report suspicious activities, as residents, we should know what activity is typical.

Be alert to your surroundings and get to know your neighbors.

Remove valuables from the vehicle, lock doors, and set your car alarm if you have one.
Park in well lighted areas.

+ Call 911 when someone is acting suspicious.

Waste Collection Reminder

Trash
+ Collection is scheduled on Tuesdays and Fridays
+ You may place your material curbside after 5 PM the night before
+ Pickup may be as early as 6 AM of the scheduled collection day
Residents must use the city issued trash bins

Yard Waste

Collection is scheduled on Wednesday.

Includes grass, leaves, branches, and cuttings; bagged and tied.

Large branches should not exceed 4 feet in length, 4 inches in diameter, and 40 pounds

Large branches must be bundled and tied

Limit is 4 cubic yards per week (that equals a pile 3 ft x 3 ft x 12 ft). Overage require homeowner’s authori-
zation and additional charge, otherwise it will be collected the following week(s)

Recycling
+ Collection is scheduled on Friday.
+ Red city-issued bin for glass, plastics and cans (see details below)
+ Blue city-issued bin for paper (see details below)
+ Place bins curbside between 5:00 pm the night before and 6:00 am on the morning of scheduled pickup.

Blue Bin is for newspaper, brown paper grocery bags, and magazines ONLY

Red Bin is for aluminum and steel cans, glass containers (bottles and jars), plastic laundry detergent bottles,
items with a 1 or 2 symbol on the bottom, plastic soda/milk containers and gable-topped containers (such as
juice boxes). NO plastic bags please!

Place broken glass and other sharp objects in puncture proof disposable containers and put them with your regu-
lar trash. Do not place hazardous waste containers in your recycling bins. To see what is considered hazardous
waste, you can visit www.cityoforlando.net/public_works/solidwaste/swmhaz.htm.
